“R.L.S. 72247, passing through another a 5/8” iron pin found capped “R.L.S. 7224 on the west line of
Section 15 at distance of plus 110.73 fcet;

Thence, leaving the gas line right-of-way and leaving the Howdyshell property line, North 84°39°05”
West a distance of 4,256.80 feet to a point in the centerline of Township Road No. 201, passing through
four iron pins set at distances of plus 3,916.80 feet, plus 4,016.80 feet, plus 4,116.80 feet, and plus
4,216.80 feet, respectively;

Thence, with the centerline of Township Road No. 201 and the east line of a 20.99 acres tract as conveyed
to Michael P. and Gina R. Whalen by Official Records Volume 239, Page 99 of the Athens County
Recorder’s Office, the following four courses:
